
  
 

 
A Business Pass entitles the holder to free admission to Sewerby Hall and Gardens (including the house, zoo 
and events programme) when admission charges to the estate apply unless otherwise specified. The pass also 
allows out of season entry to the house and zoo together with ten per cent discount on selected items in the 

Clock Tower Café and Stables gift shop. Passes are valid for one year from date of purchase. 
 

Passes can be renewed or purchased in person in the Welcome Centre or at any Pay Box, 
with a cheque by post or over the phone with a debit or credit card. 

If you are renewing a pass, you do not need to complete this form – merely bring your existing card. 
New passes will be available for collection in the Welcome Centre seven days after the application 

form has been received. Photographs will be taken upon collection in the Welcome Centre.

You can pay by cash, cheque, debit card or credit card in the Welcome Centre or at any Pay Box. 
 

• By post 
If you wish to pay by post, cheques should be made payable to ‘East Riding of Yorkshire Council’ and include 
your address on the reverse. Please do not send cash through the post. We will do our best to process your 
application form as quickly as possible but please allow at least seven working days before collecting 
your pass from the Welcome Centre. For security purposes we do not send passes out in the post.
